2. Minutes of the last committee meeting were approved. 

3. Coronavirus outbreak. With the city in lockdown our immediate concerns would be around the eventual re-start of activities, notably with traffic. The notably cleaner air at present should be a powerful signal of the dangers of a return to previous heavy and commuter traffic arrangements. The manner of re-opening of St Albans School would be crucial, especially with regard to their contract with PPH. We should convey concerns and ideas through Ward Councillors.

 Planning. The latest planning application for 1 Mount Pleasant was due to be determined by a virtual meeting of SADC Planning Committee (Central) on 18 May. Robert was asked to circulate a recent summary of objections [done]. Kate and Geoff raised the question of whether APRA opposition properly reflected membership views and Robert undertook to investigate before further lobbying on the issue.
5. Summer Social. It seemed that the 20 June party could not take place if social-distancing rules were still in force. Norman would find out if Bishop Banks would prefer a postponement to the autumn or cancellation for this year.

6. Kate again raised issues about the lack of progress on a whatsapp group for committee and the static nature of the website. Since annual payment for website security (£50) was due, Robert should ask Catherine to investigate uasage.
7. All other matters were left in abeyance for lack of time, but a more regular monthly virtual meeting should be held while physical meetings were not possible.
